· A MOTION was made by Mr. Deedy, seconded by Mr. Moglin (Vote -Unanimous) to sign the 2018 Seasonal Population Increase Estimation Form for MA ABCC.
· Sign Liquor License Renewal Certification for 2018 for MA ABCC.
· A MOTION was made by Mr. Deedy, seconded by Mr. Fox (Vote-Unanimous) to authorize the Chair to sign the LPVEC FY19 diesel and gasoline prices to lock in FY19 prices.
Old Business:
· Chief of Police discussion/decision:  Mr. Deedy stated all great applicants.  Mr. Fox stated it’s his 3rd time hiring a Chief for the Town of Southwick and it’s the hardest decision thus far.  He stated all 4 applicants were excellent in different ways. Mr. Moglin concurred with Mr. Fox and Mr. Deedy stated a very strong department and that’s a compliment on how the department is run.  A MOTION was made by Mr. Deedy for Lt. Bishop as the next Chief of Police, seconded by Mr. Fox.  Mr. Fox then made A MOTION for Detective Sergeant Landis for the Chief of Police Position.  Mr. Moglin then cast his vote for Lt. Bishop as the next Chief of Police.  Mr. Deedy – “Yes”, Mr. Moglin – “Yes”, Mr. Fox – abstained out of due respect for all the candidates.  Lt. Bishop is to be the next Chief of Police in July 2018.  The CAO and Chairman Moglin were tasked to develop and negotiate an employment contract for incoming Chief.   Afterwards the Lieutenant vacancy can be reviewed.
· Covered Bridge:  The Board is waiting for determination of weight restrictions on all vehicles.  The Chief will get the information from the engineer.
The Chief also informed the Board the new ambulance is in.
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Old Business:
· North Pond PWC Bylaw:  No information available.
· TCC Office Service Enhancements:  Will address at Budget Hearings.
· Both Chiefs have toured the Westfield Airport Dispatch Location and a recommendation will be forthcoming.
New Business:
· Goose Pond Solar Pilot:   A MOTION was made by Mr. Deedy, seconded by Mr. Moglin (Vote -Unanimous) to allow Mr. Stinehart to move forward with entering into a Pilot Process with “Loadstar Energy”.
· Mr. Fox wants DPW, Police and Fire to come in to give a preliminary overview of what to expect in their budget submittal (highlights).
